TOOLS NEEDED
No. 2 or 3 Phillips screwdriver,  Flat blade screwdriver, 

drill with a 1/8" bit, and a crayon or grease pencil.

LOCATION OF BRACKETS ON HOOD GUARD

BRACKET IDENTIFICATION

1. INSTALL BRACKETS. Assemble the metal brackets to the Hood Guard as shown in ýgure 1 & 2, attaching bracket # 377924 
to outer most position (ýg 3). Make sure the rubber washer is between the metal bracket and the Hood Guard. Insert 1/4-20 Bolt 
from the bottom up with the nut inside the Hood Guard þange. FINGER TIGHTEN AT THIS TIME.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS:
WARNING  On certain models the hood may close so tightly the hood will actually make contact with the front grille. This 
will prevent the brackets on your Hood Guard from being mounted and should be adjusted. As a quick check, take one of the 
Hood Guard brackets and run it through the gap between the hood and grille to make sure there is no interference. If there is 
interference you will have to adjust the hood.

MAINTENANCE

To clean the Hood Guard, wash with a clean soft cloth, use plenty of warm water and if necessary a nonabrasive soap such as 
dish washing liquid. Flannel or soft chamois make good cleaning cloths. Luverne Hood Guards are car wash safe.
Apply a high quality plastic polish, such as McGuiarôs Mirror-Glaze MGH-17 or Novus #2, to the clean Hood Guard. This 
will leave a protective coating on the Hood Guard making future cleaning easier.

Do not clean Hood Guards with glass cleaners. Do not use rain protective products on the Hood Guard. The solvent action of 
the alcohol in these products will destroy the material. Do not allow alcohol or strong solvents to contact the Hood Guard.

IMPORTANT:  The Hood Guard should be installed so that there is approximately  1/8ò space between the þange of the Hood 
Guard and the front edge of the hood.   Maintaining this clearance will allow water drainage, and avoid hood damage.

2. Install Nylon Inserts:  Push the two Nylon inserts (#3) into the two outer oblong holes under and behind the front lip 
of the hood.  Be sure they are pushed in completely (See ýgure 6 for positioning).

3.  Attach Inner Brackets: Attach the second in from the end brackets (# 377924) using a 3/8" x #14 Phillips screw into the 
existing holes in the hood (Figure 6).

4. Attach Outer Brackets: Attach the two outside brackets (# 377924) by attaching the screws directly into previously in-
stalled inserts (Figure 6).

5.  Attach Center Bracket: Attach center bracket to the hood by slowly drilling a 1/8" hole through the inside layers of the 
hood being careful not to hit the outer skin of the hood. Install using the 3/8" by #10 screw with the #10 Starwasher attached (Fig-
ure 6). 

6. Tighten Nylon Screws. Use þat blade screw driver to tighten the black nylon screws. 
CAUTION: The nylon screw is a break-away torque screw, tighten until snug using firm pressure only.
